2. In love, Paul challenged the church that they did not receive the Spirit because of their observance of the 

Law. It was because of their faith in Jesus, the Christ 

3. Unfortunately, they continued going back to the bondage and slavery of rituals and traditions of the Law 

instead of living in the freedom and liberty of Jesus 

4. They loved Paul and was his friend until he pressed them and they had to face with the truth
