INTRODUCTION 
A. You come into the presence of someone whom you have already met and they reintroduce themself to you    

1. “I already know you.” 

2. Do you? 

B. Is there a value to being introduced to that person again?          

C. The home is a great place to meet a person and/or meet a person again         

1. In our text, Jesus met the disciples again in their home 

2. Currently, we are in our homes… 

BEFORE THE CROSS 

A. Luke 22:14-20               

B. In the home, sitting at the table             

1. Jesus celebrated the Passover and ate the Passover meal with the disciples 

2. As they were eating, 

3. Jesus took a loaf of bread 

a. Jesus blessed it and broke it and gave it to them 

b. “This is My body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of Me.” 

c. We are united in One Body – The Body of Jesus  

4. Jesus took the cup 

a. “This cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in My blood.” 

b. We are united in One Cup – The Blood of Jesus  

C. One Table, One Loaf, One Cup              

AFTER THE CROSS 

A. Jesus met, again, two disciples on the Road to Emmaus          

B. They did not recognize that He was Jesus            

C. Jesus conversed with them regarding:            

1. The Present 

2. The Future 

3. The Past 

D. Reaching Emmaus, Jesus walking ahead as if he were going on, they urged him strongly, “Stay with us…”   

E. In the home, sitting at the table              

1. Jesus took a loaf of bread 

2. Jesus blessed it and broke it and gave it to them 

3. Then, their eyes were opened and they recognized Him
