2. They rejected Jesus, the Christ 

a. Jesus came eating 

b. Jesus came drinking 

c. You say, 

i. “Look, a glutton” 

ii. “Look, a drunkard” 

iii. “Look, friend of tax collectors and sinners” 

D. Explanation                

1. The tax collectors  

a. Declared the righteousness of God 

b. And, was baptized by John  

2. The Pharisees and lawyers (experts in religious law) 

a. Rejected the will of God for themselves 

b. And, was not baptized by John
