A. If I sow to my flesh
1. 1 John 2:16, * For all that is in the world—the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life—

is not of the Father but is of the world.

B. 1 will reap corruption from my flesh
1. Romans 8:6, ¢ For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.
2. Romans 8:7, " Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor
indeed can be.
3. Romans 8:8 8So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God.

C. If I sow to the Spirit
1. Galatians 5:16, *° | say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.
2. Romans 8:14, * For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons [and daughters] of God

D. 1 will reap eternal life from the Spirit
1. 1 Corinthians 2:14, **But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are
foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

E. Therefore, whenever we have the opportunity, we should do good to everyone—especially to those in the family
of faith.
