A. Habakkuk’s 1st Question:  “O LORD, how long shall I cry, and you will not hear?”       

1. How long? 

2. Does God hear my cry? 

a. Jeremiah 33:3,  3 Call to Me, and I will answer you, and show you great and mighty things, 

which you do not know. 

b. Isaiah 65:24,  24 “It shall come to pass That before they call, I will answer; And while they are 

still speaking, I will hear. 

c. Isaiah 58:9,  9 Then you shall call, and the Lord will answer; You shall cry, and He will say, 

‘Here I am.’ 

3. Sometimes, it feel like God does not hear my cry 

B. God’s reply:  “Work is being done in your days that you would not believe if you were told. I am raising up the  

Chaldeans…
