OFFERTORY PRINCIPLE:

• To obey God and receive God’s promises

bountifully… for God loves a cheerful giver.”  (2 Corinthians 9:6, 7) 

- God promised, “Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and  

running over will be put into your bosom.”  (Luke 6:38)  

- God promised to, “… open for you the windows of heaven and pour out for you such blessing that there will 

not be room enough to receive it.”  (Malachi 3:10) 

 

• To work towards fulfilling the 10-10-80 Challenge  (Of my income, I will give 10% to God, save and/or invest 

10% for myself and live off of the 80%) 

 

• To encourage those in the 20-50-ish age group to begin tithing, and to teach the principles of tithing, saving
