 Pillar III is the Presidential Administration Academy, an online educational system taught by experts 

from our coalition. For the newcomer, this will explain how the government functions and how to 

function in government. For the experienced, we will host in-person seminars with advanced training and 

set the bar for what is expected of senior leadership.  

 

 In Pillar IV—the Playbook—we are forming agency teams and drafting transition plans to move out 

upon the President’s utterance of “so help me God.”
