1. Genesis 21:6: “And Sarah declared, ‘God has brought me laughter. All who hear about this will laugh with me.’”
2. Job 8:21: “He will once again fill your mouth with laughter and your lips with shouts of joy.”
3. Psalm 2:4: “But the one who rules in heaven laughs.”
4. Psalm 30:11: “You have turned my mourning into joyful dancing. You have taken away my clothes of mourning and clothed me with joy.”
5. Psalm 37:13: “But the Lord just laughs, for he sees their day of judgment coming.”
6. Psalm 42:5: “Why am I discouraged? Why is my heart so sad? I will put my hope in God! I will praise him again.”
7. Psalm 65:12-13: “The grasslands of the wilderness become a lush pasture, and the hillsides blossom with joy. The meadows are clothed with flocks of sheep, and the valleys are carpeted with grain. They all shout and sing for joy!”
8. Psalm 96:12: “Let the fields and their crops burst out with joy! Let the trees of the forest sing for joy.”
9. Psalm 98:4: “Shout to the Lord, all the earth; break out in praise and sing for joy!”
10. Psalm 126:2: “We were filled with laughter, and we sang for joy. And the other nations said, ‘What amazing things the Lord has done for them.’” 
11. Proverbs 15:13: “A glad heart makes a happy face; a broken heart crushes the spirit.”
12. Proverbs 15:15: “For the despondent, every day brings trouble; for the happy heart, life is a continual feast.”
13. Proverbs 17:22: “A cheerful heart is good medicine, but a broken spirit saps a person’s strength.”
14. Proverbs 31:25: “She is clothed with strength and dignity, and she laughs without fear of the future.”
15. Ecclesiastes 3:4: “A time to cry and a time to laugh.”
